Dear Colleagues

New advice from the House of Bishops’ has been given on the renewal of CRB disclosures to cover an interim period before new Government legislation for the Independent Safeguarding Scheme (ISA) is introduced.  This legislation has been delayed and is now due to be introduced in October 2009.

CRB Renewals  

Our diocesan policy, in line with the HOB guidelines, is now as follows:

The renewing of CRB Disclosures will be carried out on a 5 yearly basis until the implementation of the new legislation, when the whole process will be superseded by the Independent Safeguarding Authority’s registration, and “vetting and barring” scheme.

Those volunteers and employees, whose CRB disclosure certificates are more than 5 year’s old, are now required to renew their CRB Disclosures.   

A record should be kept of the names and dates when disclosures are issued and the record filed securely by the appointed parish person for CRB administration.

We are immensely grateful to those who give up their time in checking the CRB application forms.  We recognise that the 5-year rechecking of forms will demand much more from you.   Shortly I shall be contacting you by telephone to discuss any issues or queries that you might have and possible training needs.
