To All Tutor / Conveners CCD ‘Spirituality’ Module.

The material for this module mentions Richard Foster ‘Streams of Spirituality’ as a resource. We obviously cannot buy each participant this book, but it would be good to recommend it. Make sure your students know that Christian Resources (Leicester) are offering a 10% discount again this year. This book keeps going in and out of print, depending on print runs and demand. It is a ‘classic’ so should always be able to be found. SPCK have been warned that they may experience a bit of a rush. It is currently ‘In print’ Gerald Hughes, God of Surprises, is also helpful in preparation for yourself, and is mentioned in the material. The book by Margaret Silf, Ignatian Spirituality for Everyday Living (session 4) is helpful, although not essential. 

We have photocopied the required extracts of the Foster and Hughes books as required in Sessions 1,2,3,4 and have included these in a mailing to each participant, with their module handbook. There will be some extra copies in the book boxes. These extracts need to be returned to the book box at the end of the course, to comply with copyright.
This may be a lot of reading for the students, and I would encourage them to engage with the CCD material first, and supplement it with the extracts, rather than the other way around. The handbook material is key to the delivery of the module. (See page 4 in the handbook).

Please feel free to adapt the material in the handbook as necessary, but keep in mind the Aim of the module, and the Learning Objectives of the module, as found on page 2 of the module handbook.

It would be worth mentioning the assignment choices in week one, as at least one of the options involves a journal through the module.

Please ensure that feedback forms are returned with assignments submitted, or by hand to the convener at the last meeting if no assignment is to be submitted.

We have had a comment from Lampeter that assignments tend toward the devotional, and sometimes end with Amen(!). The devotional aspect of the course is important, but remind those working towards the Lampeter certificate that they are writing an academic piece, not a purely devotional one. It is a difficult line to get right, and a conversation around a draft / essay plan may be in order.
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
