· Grants can be given to churches, youth groups or individuals with a view to creating a group based on a Christian theme or content.
· The grant should be used for a project young people to take part in, whether it involves music, dance, drama, backstage or front of house activities. 

· Funding may only be used for a performing arts project.
· There should be aims and targets to create an overall outcome involving some kind of performance.
· The project should try to reach young people on the fringes of church either through their taking part or watching.
· Money can be used for rehearsals and performance costs, such as room hire, lighting and costumes etc.

· Effort should be made to obtain money from other sources as well as this drama fund.
· This project should be new and show that there is definite fresh development rather than it being the maintaining of an already existing project. 

· There is a maximum one-off amount that can be applied for of £1,500  

First group of applications are due before end of September 2010 and will be assessed mid October.
