You could use different products to lead into this wonderful story but you need a small selection of products which will be child friendly and fit in with school protocol. This could be a range of squashes made by different manufacturers, it could be coke (diet, own brand, Pepsi and coca cola) or brands of chocolate buttons maybe! The aim will be to see if the children (or an adult) can name the brand and identify the best of the best by taste alone! Let them taste each brand and then match them to the packaging. Show the ‘taster’ the packaging and see how many they get right! 


	In this week’s Bible story we heard about Jesus performing his first miracle at a friends wedding. Jesus turned water into wine when the wine ran out!! But the wine wasn’t cheap, second rate wine it was the best wine and the host was really impressed. Just like our tasters who helped us at the start of our worship could tell (or not) what was the best quality, the guests knew how good the wine was. Jesus had taken ordinary water and made it into extra-ordinary wine. 

REFLECTION – Because Jesus was extra-ordinary he could do extra-ordinary things. He is still doing extra-ordinary things today. Ask the children how many of them have ever been to a wedding. Jesus was doing an ordinary thing – just the sort of thing we would do. He made this wedding very special – he can make our lives very special. 

RESPONSE – Think about those servants – the first people to see who Jesus was. He sat amongst them and they would not have been wealthy, they were poor, but they were chosen to witnesses to his greatness just as the shepherds were when he was first born. 

PRAYER- Lord Jesus, just as you showed yourself to those lowly servants at the wedding in Cana and made the ordinary extra-ordinary, help us to see what you can do in our lives. Help transform us into people who can do extra-ordinary things for you. AMEN
