	The First Sign of Someone Special 

You will need several props to help tell this story! 

A plastic, clear jug full of water, another jug (non-clear) or a clear glass with a few drops of red food colouring in the bottom. Tell the children the story of the wedding at Cana using the props to help! It may help to practice first. 

One day Jesus was invited to a wedding with his friends and his mother Mary. Jesus was not yet known as a miracle maker so he was enjoying sitting quietly with his friends and family at the wedding! Now weddings are times when everyone has a good time and traditionally the bride groom would have served the very best wine at the start of the wedding. At this wedding the wine runs out!! This would have been so embarrassing for the family if the guests had found out. When Mary hears about this he begs Jesus to help! Jesus tells the servants to fill large pots with water (transfer the water from the one jug to the other jug or glass with the red food colouring in it and the children will see the water change colour) When the servants served the wine to the host he praised the groom for serving the best wine last! 

Be prepared for a very excited reaction from the children (particularly the youngest ones). Explain to the children how you did this but emphasize that it was not a trick when Jesus did it! 


	Explain that this is an amazing story in the Bible and that you have tried to demonstrate what the servants reactions would have been. Most of the guest won’t have known what Jesus did. The servants would have talked amongst themselves and there would have been great excitement just as there was this morning! 

REFLECTION – Ask the children to imagine how they would have felt if they had been a servant present at the wedding. What would you have been expecting to happen when the water was poured out of the jugs? What would you have told your family when you got home? 

RESPONSE – If we look around us there are signs of God’s amazing work to be seen everywhere; in the beauty of God’s creation and the gifts that he gives to each one of us. Just as those wedding guests didn’t know what miracle Jesus had performed sometimes we forget to say thank you for the gifts that are all around us. Write a ‘thank you’ card to God for something really special. Place it during the day in a prayer net or gather the cards together as part of a presentation. 

PRAYER – Loving Jesus, as we hear the stories of great miracles you performed , help us to remember the gifts you give us everyday; the gift of our beautiful world and the talents each of us possess. Help us to learn to say thank you to you and those around us who love us and make us feel special. AMEN
